Affordable Housing & Briantspuddle

At the February meeting the Parish Council received a short presentation about
affordable housing from the Hastoe Group, Dorchester. Around 20 Parishioners
were present to hear what was said and ask questions.

Hastoe Group is working with Purbeck District Council with a view to bringing
forward a number of sites in rural villages that could provide affordable housing
for local people. It is understood that a landowner has offered a potential site in
the Parish. If a local housing need is established Hastoe Group and Purbeck
District Council will seek to work with the local community in terms of developing
any proposals.

Six Dorset Councils have mandate to ask Secretary of State
to change local government structures

All nine councils in Dorset have now considered a report and accompanying
detail ed package of evidence setting out
nine councils with two new unitary authorities.

Six councils (Bournemouth, Dorset County, North Dorset, Poole, West Dorset, and
Weymouth & Portland) have supported the public mood and backed a change

to local government structures in Dorset. The proposal is to create two new
unitary councils based on the following existing local authority areas:

Unitary A: Bournemouth, Christchurch and Poole (including delivering the services
currently provided by Dorset County Council in Christchurch).

Unitary B: East Dorset, North Dorset, Purbeck, West Dorset, Weymouth and
Portland (including the services currently provided by Dorset County Council in
this area).

The proposals will now be made to the Secretary of State and a decision is likely
to be forthcoming in the next 8 weeks.
